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National Alliance for Human Rights and Social Justice - Nepal (Human Rights Alliance), a coalition of more than 970 Nepali non governmental human rights organizations from all 75 districts is dedicated to a cause of human rights, social justice and peace in Nepal. Human Rights Alliance organized its First National Council’s Meeting on 14-15 June 2008 at Kharipati of Bhaktapur district. Among around 150 participants comprising of the central committee members, district branch chairpersons or their representatives and observers, the Council declared a 19 point declaration named as Kharipati Declaration. 
Taking into account the Universal Declaration of human Rights (UDHR), 1948, human rights conventions, protocols, declarations and international humanitarian law (Nepal has ratified 20 of them), 
Drawing attention of everyone concerned and being committed towards all the agreements made between the then seven party alliance (SPA) and CPN (Maoist) including 12 Point Peace Accord, Comprehensive 23 Point Peace Accord, the mandate of the people through a 19 day long Historic People’s movement II, Interim Constitution 2007, as well as the people’s mandate given through Historic Election for Constituent Assembly (CA), 
Reiterating its commitment to towards all the declarations made by the human rights community in different periods, 
 The National Alliance for Human Rights and Social Justice - Nepal (Human Rights Alliance), a coalition of more than 970 Nepali non governmental human rights organizations from all 75 districts dedicated to a cause of human rights, social justice and peace in Nepal, declares a 19 point declaration named as Kharipati Declaration on the occasion of the Coalition’s First National Council’s Meeting on 14-15 June 2008 at Kharipati of Bhaktapur district. 
This Meeting of Human Rights Alliance demands: 
1. The government of Nepal to end the repeated incidents of killings, violence, terror, lootings and inhuman incidents of beatings on ground mainly of caste-based discriminations in different parts of the country that have further proved a situation of massive violations of human rights and a flourishing culture of impunity, and ensure the fundamental rights of the Nepalese people. 
2. The Government of Nepal to control, regulate and monitor the supply of the basic daily needs of the common people so as to address the existing problems of petroleum products, food stuff, public transportation and its fare, including the building materials.   
3. The concerned persons and the sectors of the people to stop immediately the frightening, terrorizing and threatening behaviors to the human rights activists and journalists while collection and monitoring the day to day situation of human rights. 
4. Every one concerned to ensure the representation and participation of the every caste/ethnic, linguistic, class, sex, religion and region of the people around the country in every sector of the state organs.  
5. The State to immediately implement practically the mandate of the Interim Constitution 2007 to provision rights to health, education and employment as the fundamental rights of the Nepalese people and ensure these rights in the new constitution too. 
6. The concerned authorities to end every type of discrimination between citizens and ensure equal access to every opportunity for all the people. 
7. The concerned authorities and especially the Government of Nepal to eliminate all kinds of discrimination and violence against women and children. 
8.   The Government of Nepal to take legal action as per the existing law and ensure peace for the Nepalese by controlling the activities of the responsible political parties like Young Communist League (YCL)  and other criminalized groups of the people. 
9. The Members of the Constituent Assembly to ensure every right of the Nepalese people including economic, social and cultural rights as well as civil and political rights in the new constitution of Nepal. 
This Meeting: 

10. Welcomes the Declaration of the Federal Democratic Republic of Nepal through the First Meeting of the Constituent Assembly and calls on all the authorities to institutionalize this historic decision. This meeting also demands the government to immediately stop all the facilities given to the ex-king, queen and their family members.  
11. Requests the respective political parties to continue their coordination and co-work and strengthen this effort for the benefit of the Country. This Meeting further calls on the general public to continue their pressures to end the potential birth of aberration among the political parties in the names of the power sharing. 
12. Draws the attention of the Government of Nepal for the effective implementation of all the signed commitments related to human rights in different forums of international sectors.  
13. Requests both the State and the Rebellions appeared in different parts of the country including Tarai region to participate in the dialogue and seek the existing problems through peaceful means.  
14. Requests all the political parties, human rights organizations and other civil society members to give pressure for the State to form a Human Rights Committee so as to ensure human rights in the new constitution to be drafted within two years as stipulated in the Interim Constitution. 
15.  Demands the government to implement Human Rights Education so as to ensure the effective mainstreaming of human rights in every sector of state organs. 
16. Requests the Government of Nepal to abide by and implement the recommendations given by the National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) in different periods.  
17. Demands legal action against the perpetrators causing bomb blast at Chandraingapur Bus Park and taking lives of the two innocent citizens as well as injuring a dozen of civilians including Alliance Member personnel Chandra Kanta Poudel on 14 June 2008. This Meeting also expresses condolence over the deceased and sympathy to the bereaved family members as well as to the injured personnel and requests the government to provide compensation to the deceased family members and provision of free treatment to the injured personnel. 
18. Expresses serious concern over the disastrous incidents of China Earth Quake, Bangal Sidra Cyclone, and Myanmar’s Nargis Cyclone and the name-sake support by the international community. 
19. Felicitates the Chief Guest of the Council’s Meeting – Mr Madhav Kumar Nepal, ex- general secretary and chief of the foreign department of the party - and all the coalition members for the solidarity for the human rights movement. This Meeting also felicitates Ms Shanti Adhikari, Erstwhile President of Human Rights Alliance and other seven members of the Alliance including Lukky Sherpa, Ramrati Ram, Purna Singh Dayal, Sonamchhejung Lama, and others for assuming the positions as CA Member through proportional representation system.   
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
